Soil cannot be put into brown bins so was moved 
along the jitty to an area where it can continue 
to rot down a bit. 
 
As you can see from the photo, the soil was 
beginning to come almost half way across the 
path.  It was full of roots from the ivy close by. 
 
A bit of a trim down today should halt some of 
the growth for a month or two. 

We also cleared the jitty up towards the railway bridge. Again it was mostly cutting back some ivy, 
some roots and some leaf debris. We have cleared this path a number of times and we always have 
lots of leaf debris to remove.
