The towpath between the Navigation pub and Deep Lock hasn’t been done for almost a year and
you could tell especially with the earlier rain making the tree branches heavy and weighted down. In
one area it seemed almost like a limbo challenge to get under.

Using some of our new tools funded by Everards and Carling Made Local Funding, we were able to
make light work of patches of overhanging tree branches but keep as many of the heavily fruiting
brambles as possible.

We tidied the area around the village sign at Barrow Deep Lock before heading across the canal to
the footpath on the other side to give that a bit of a trim.

We had cleared this side in November 19 so this was merely a trim compared to the towpath! But so
much fruit on the brambles again — once it warms up again it will be a bumper crop for all.

We finished off with another quick tidy up around the newly re-laid footpath at the bottom of Mill
Lane Play area. The fallen tree had been removed so the path is fully open once again.
