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The footpath at the bottom of the play area in Mill Lane has been covered in 
mud from leaf debris for many years making it almost impassable for everyone 
including wheelchair users, motor scooters and push chairs/buggies. 

 

So after days of rain, cold winds and flooding it was so good to have a clear, 
warm and sunny morning.  With a quick cuppa to warm up and the safety 
briefing over, the 9 volunteers from Barrow and 7 from Tarmac and A&V Squires 
quickly got going removing leaves from the slope and scrapping the muddy 
surface off the footpath.
